“COMMANDER’S INTERVIEW GUIDE”

DRIVER SELECTION

This guide is intended to provide the company commander with a simple to use reference of questions that may be asked to determine a soldier’s suitability to pursue a military drivers permit.  The questions presented do not constitute a closed list.  Company commanders may add questions to this list to help him gain the information he needs to make an informed decision.  AR 600-55 paragraph 3-2 states, “Areas of concern are maturity, attitude, past driving record, hearing, extreme nervousness, or any abnormal characteristics.  Medication, if used on a regular basis, that causes drowsiness, impairs vision, or affects coordination, will also be taken into consideration.  Supervisors will check with appropriate medical personnel regarding doubts or concerns about any medications”.  

Staple a memorandum for record recommending the soldier to the soldier’s driver’s training application.

NARRATIVE


As your commander I have the responsibility to determine your suitability to safely operate a military vehicle.  I need to be satisfied that you are mature enough and possess the basic skills necessary to operate a military vehicle safely and efficiently.  I am going to ask you a number of questions about yourself and your driving experience.  I will safeguard your answers under the “Privacy Act of 1974”.  The information I gain will only be used help me make a sound recommendation.  Answers dealing with your record of accidents and violations will be checked against official records, so complete and honest answers will eliminate any future surprises.  What are your questions before I begin?

1. How old are you?

2. How many years of schooling have you completed?

3. Do you have a valid State operator’s permit?

4. Have you had any previous driving experience?

5. What type of vehicles have you driven?

6. Have you ever driven a manual shift vehicle?

7. How much experience have you had driving a passenger car?

8. Approximately how many miles have you driven during the past 12 months?

9. How much experience have you had driving a truck of 2 ½ ton capacity or greater?

10. Have you ever driven a front-wheel drive vehicle?

11. Have you ever driven a four-wheel drive vehicle?

12. Have you ever driven a tractor-trailer combination?

13. How many accidents have you had in which someone was injured or in which the property damage exceeded $2,000?

14. How many times have you been cited for a traffic violation?

15. Explain who was at fault and how, in your opinion, the accident could have been avoided.

16. How do you account for your good or poor driving record?

17. What do you think is the major cause of traffic accidents?

18. What do you think should be done to reduce the number of traffic accidents?

19. Have you had any experience as an automobile mechanic or in related work?

20. Have you any personal objections to becoming a military motor vehicle operator?     (If so, explain.)

21. Do you think you would make a good military driver?     Why?

22. Do you wear corrective lenses or do you have any problems with you eyes?

23. Do you have any hearing problems?

24. Have you ever been involved in a drug or alcohol offense?

25. Do you know of any physical defects that might affect you as a driver?
