COMBAT PISTOL QUALIFICATION COURSE
Utah Army National Guard Small Arms Readiness Team (SART)

Camp W. G. Williams Range Control

Report to Range Control, pick up radios, keys, color engineer tape (for marking safety personnel helmets, pencils, earplugs, weapon oil, are unit supported supplies. 

Raise the main Range flag on the way to Combat Pistol Range.

(Flagpole located near water tank past the airstrip on way to range)

Range personnel, safety personnel, ammo detail, medical support or designated evacuation vehicle, and any other support personnel should arrive at the range at least 30 minutes prior to troops arriving.

Unlock rest rooms, ammo building and raise the range flag at the range. 

Unlock the tower; start up the system as per SOP.

Inspect range for safety hazards; insure impact area is clear.  Run program and check the targets for malfunctioning.  Broken targets can cause further damage to the system.  Stop the system for repair, or disengage the broken target before continuing.                                                

Ammo detail prepares distribution point with ammo and magazines. 

(Magazines can be pre-loaded for qualification firing).

Tower personnel verifies all GO on range checklist.

Insure range safety NCOs have been briefed on duties and responsibilities.

TROOPS ARRIVE
CONTROL OF UNIT SHOULD BE STRESSED AND MAINTAINED

Immediately locate NCOIC as troops arrive at range vicinity.

Have platoon sergeant/first sergeant fall troops into formation.

There needs to be an established coordination between whoever is 

in charge of the troops arriving for qualification and whoever is in the

tower in charge of range operations.  Unit leadership should not just

turn control of troops over to the range personnel, but should control their troops at the direction of the tower operator and range safety NCOIC.
SAFETY BRIEFING
Conduct safety briefing as per range SOP.  Insure safe muzzle control of pistols and revolvers are stressed to troops during safety briefing, at no time will a soldier point his weapon at any thing or anyone except the targets when the proper command has been given.  All weapons to be fired should be reasonable clean and well lubricated before they are allowed on to the range.  Any necessary pistol instruction is given at this time.  Ensure everyone has earplugs at this time.  Instruct all coaches/score-keepers that the scoring is by visual observing the targets going down when the firer is firing, no scoring is being done by the computer.  The scoring is done by recording the number of hits on the pistol scorecard and in the proper tables.

CALL RANGE CONTROL AND REQUEST PERMISSION TO GO HOT.
(Safety briefing/range orientation/instruction should now be completed.)
The following is an example of commands given by the tower operator; these commands can be slightly modified to suit the situation.  Take notice of the sequence of events so that an effective operation can be performed.

NOTE:  The tower operator should be very observant by frequently scan the following:


Troop areas, both on the firing line and behind the line looking for possible safety violations or for a cease-fire.  Observe the target area and impact area for animals wandering into the area and determine if a cease-fire is warranted.

Call out: IS THERE ANYONE DOWN RANGE; IS THERE ANYONE DOWN RANGE.  Wait, observe and announce: THE DOWN RANGE IS NO LONGER SAFE.                     

 
Note:  The beginning of the trail for each lane is the rear most point starting at the weapon stand also called THE READY LINE.  THE FIRING LINE for tables I through IV is a perpendicular line to the targets 10 meters forward of THE READY LINE and it is marked by the line of wooden posts.  THE FIRING LINE for table V is the READY LINE next to the weapons stands (ref. FM 25-7). 

RANGE SCENARIO

OF THE COMBAT PISTOL QUALIFICATION COURSE

Load NP1, (NP1 for non-print), program for qualification course.


a. ALT+ for all targets up.
b. ALT- for all targets down.

1.  Order firers to move to THE READY LINE in preparation for firing


table I.  Order firers and coaches/score-keepers to load one magazine


with seven rounds, or if the firer have enough magazines to complete firing on all the tables they can be preloaded at this time.


2.  The tower operator orders firers to position themselves next to the weapon stands and secure their weapons.  One magazine of seven rounds is issued by the coach/scorer-keeper and given to the firer.  The tower operator commands:






FIRERS MOVE TO THE FIRING LINE.






(All firers advance on the line).

4.  The tower operator exposes the targets to the firers.  When all targets have been exposed and engaged and lowered, the tower operator commands:






CEASE-FIRE, CEASE-FIRE.






CLEAR ALL WEAPONS.






MAGAZINES OUT, SLIDE LOCKED OPEN.

1.  Order firers and coaches/score-keepers to load one magazine with one round and one magazine with seven rounds.  The tower operator orders firers to secure their weapons and the coach/score-keeper to issue to the firer one magazine of one round and one magazine of seven rounds.     


2.  The tower operator commands:






TABLE TWO, EIGHT ROUNDS.






FIRERS WILL LOAD THE MAGAZINE WITH THE ONE ROUND FIRST.  THE SEVEN ROUND MAGAZINE IS LOADED AT THE FIRERS OWN COMMAND, NO SEPARATE COMMAND WILL BE GIVEN.

1.  Order firers and coaches/score-keepers to load one magazine with five rounds.  The tower operator orders firers to secure their weapons and the coach/score-keeper to issue to the firer one magazine of five rounds.

3.  The tower operator exposes the targets to the firers.  When all targets have been exposed and engaged and lowered, the tower operator commands:

4.  Firers are ordered to move back to THE READY LINE if weapons are not holstered muzzle control is stressed during retreat which means that the muzzles are pointed down range and the weapon are placed that way at the weapon stand next to THE READY LINE.
TABLE V.

1.  Order firers and coaches/score-keepers to load one magazine with one rounds, one magazine with seven rounds and if a third magazine is available to load it with five rounds.  The tower operator orders firers to secure their weapons and the coach/score-keeper to issue to the firer one magazine of one rounds and one magazine of seven rounds, and the third magazine with five rounds.  


2.  The tower operator commands:
THIS TABLE OF FIRE IS WHERE THE FIRER IS MOVING OUT FROM THE READY LINE WITH LOADED WEAPONS AT A HALF STEP.  WHEN A TARGET IN HIS LANE APPEARS HE STOP AND ENGAGE IT WITH HIS WEAPON, THEN CONTINUE TO MOVE FORWARD AT HALF STEP UNTIL THE NEXT TARGET APPEARS THEN HE STOPS AGAIN AND HE REPEATS THE ENGAGEMENT PROCEDURE.  AT NO TIME WILL ANY FIRER MOVE IN FRONT OF THE FIRING LINE, WHICH IS MARKED BY THE WOODED POST TEEN METERS IN FRONT OF THE READY LINE.






TABLE FIVE, THIRTEEN ROUNDS.






FIRERS WILL LOAD THE MAGAZINE WITH THE ONE ROUND FIRST.  THE SEVEN ROUND MAGAZINE IS LOADED AT THE FIRERS OWN COMMAND, A SEPARATE COMMAND WILL BE GIVEN FOR THE FIVE ROUND MAGAZINE.

3.  At the end of the second magazine the tower order coaches/score-keepers to reload one magazine with five rounds.  Giving adequate time he then call out:






FIRERS KEEP WEAPONS POINTED DOWN RANGE AND IF YOU ARE NOT ALREADY AT THE FIRING LINE, MOVE FORWARD TO IT NOW.






WITH THE FIVE ROUND MAGAZINE.






LOAD AND LOCK.






WATCH YOUR LANE, (Press F5 to continue table V).


4.  Upon completion of Table V, the tower operator commands:






CEASE-FIRE, CEASE-FIRE.






CLEAR ALL WEAPONS.






MAGAZINES OUT, SLIDE LOCKED OPEN.






*CLEAR ON THE RIGHT?






*CLEAR ON THE LEFT?






*(Tower operator, waits to all white paddles are shown from the range NCO's, then he calls out):







THE FIRING LINE IS CLEAR.






FIRERS, HOLSTER YOUR WEAPON OR






FIRERS, KEEP YOUR WEAPONS MUZZLE POINTING DOWN RANGE.

SCORERS AND FIRERS MOVE BACK TO THE FIRING LINE AND PLACE YOUR WEAPONS ON THE STAND.






ALL WEAPONS CLEARED MAY BE REMOVED FROM THE RANGE.

Qualification tables are as follows:
(1)
Table I: One magazine with seven rounds, and five targets exposed.  The standing position is assumed at the firing line with the weapon held at the ready position.  Only single targets are exposed to the firer in this table.  Target sequence is decided by the tower operator.

(2)
Table II: One magazine with one round, one magazine with seven rounds, and six targets exposed.  The firer assumes the same position on the firing line as in Table I.  There are four single targets and one set of multiple targets exposed to the firer.

(a)
The magazine with one round is loaded into the weapon--one target is then exposed to the firer.

(b)
After firing the pistol, the firer must change magazines at once.  Three seconds after the target appears, the target is lowered if not hit.

(c)
Eight seconds later, another target appears.  Again, the firer must engage this target in the required time, or it is scored a miss.

(3)
Table III: One magazine with seven rounds is loaded and five targets are exposed.  The firer assumes the same position on the firing line as in Tables I and II.  Three single targets and one set of multiple targets are exposed to the firer.  Target sequence is usually single, multiple, multiple, single, and multiple.

(4)
Table IV: One magazine with five rounds is loaded.  Four targets are exposed starting with the same position used in the previous tables.  Two single targets and one set of multiple targets are exposed to the firer.

(5)
Table V: One magazine with one round, one magazine with seven rounds, one magazine with five rounds, and ten targets exposed.  The firer begins 10 meters behind the firing line at THE READY LINE.
(a)
The magazine containing one round is loaded into the pistol.  The firer places the magazine containing seven rounds in his magazine pouch where it is closest to the firing hand.  The magazine containing five rounds is placed in the magazine pouch farthest from the firing hand.

(b)
When the firer reaches the firing line, a single target is exposed for two seconds, then lowered if not hit.  There is an eight-second delay to allow the firer to change magazines.  The seven-round magazine should be loaded at this time.

(c)
At the end of eight seconds, another single target is exposed to the firer.  Again, should the firer not have loaded his second magazine in time to engage this target, it is scored a miss.

(d)
When the tower operator is sure that the firing line has completed the magazine change, he gives the command, MOVE OUT he exposes two sets of multiple targets at various ranges from the firer.

(e)
After exposure of two sets of multiple targets, the firers are lined up at the firing line and the pistol is reloaded with the five-round magazine.  The command is given, WATCH YOUR LANE and the remaining targets are presented to the firer in sequence.  After the at targets are hit or lowered, the weapon is cleared.

(f)
The firer, holding the weapon in the raised pistol position with the slid to the rear, returns to the starting point and places the weapon on the stand.  Excess ammunition is turned in to the ammunition point.  The next order moves to the firing line.

NOTE: When you give the command too MOVE OUT from THE READY LINE, firers move forward in half steps. Keeping in line left to right with the other firers and never move forward past the posts on the firing line.  

Follow the above listed sequences of events to move relay two and subsequent relays to the firing line.


COMPLETION OF FIRING
When all relays have completed firing and been cleared off the firing line, have your ammo detail or designated detail perform a "police call" of the firing line.  All fired brass is recovered at this time.  Lower the range flag and secure in the ammo building.  Operator must make sure to fill out Range Usage Log found in the back of the black binder.  Take notice of any problems with range or the equipment and record it on blank paper (discrepancy report).  Turn off all electrical power and remove any personal belongings and lock the tower and other buildings.

Call Range Control and request to go cold on Combat Pistol range.

CLOSING THE RANGE
Remove any trash, inspect range for last time, and move out.  Stop at Range Control to turn in: Keys, radios, and other equipment belonging to Range Control also turn in a Discrepancy Report as noted during range usage.
