Range Control

RANGE  BRIEF
· UTNG 350-5, CWGW 350-5 are the applicable regulations for range usage at Camp Williams.  Each range tower should have a copy of the related TM for that range.

· Do you understand how to operate your assigned range(s)?

· Do you have any questions about approved weapons or ammunition?  Do not fire any unauthorized weapons.

· Have you signed for the range keys and been issued range control radios?

· Do you require any additional items (staplers, targets, paddles, or fire truck)?

· The speed limit on the range road is 30 MPH, 5 MPH when passing troops.

· The OIC / NCOIC assumes responsibility for damages sustained to the range (other than normal wear and tear).

· The OIC, NCOIC, and Range Safety Officers are required to be identified by distinctive head or arm bands.

· All personnel are required to wear Kevlar helmets and hearing protection while on the firing line.

OCCUPY THE RANGE

· Park only in designated areas.

· Insure that the main range flag up and raise the flag on your range.

· Notify Range Control that you have occupied the range and who the OIC or NCOIC is.

· Conduct a range safety briefing for the shooters, stress proper weapons handling and emergency procedures.

· Insure all personnel have proper equipment including helmet and hearing protection.

· Post an “Air Guard” to watch for low flying aircraft that may stray into the firing area.

· Before firing, contact Range Control and request a “hot” time.

· Perform radio check with Range Control at bottom of each hour.

· In case of emergency, including a fire, call a cease fire, clear the range, and notify Range Control.

CLOSING THE RANGE

· Call Range Control and request a “cold” time and a closing inspection.

· Report the number of rounds fired, by DODIC, and the number of people trained.

· Report any target malfunctions, problems, or damage to the range.

· Perform a “No Brass No Ammo” check.

· Perform a police call on the firing line and range areas.

· Empty trash and sweep out the tower and latrines.

· Shut off the appropriate range equipment, lock buildings, take down and store the range flag.

· Turn in all range supplies and paper work to Range Control, building 513.  Note any range problems.
