5.  Obstacle/confidence Course – Currently closed to civilian organizations.
6. Swimming pool - Located by the main gate.  The charge to use the pool is $1.00 per person per day.

  9.  Outdoor Amphitheater - Located behind building 702.



10.  Armory main hall - Located in building 517.  Coordination for this building is made through the Special Forces.



11.  Classrooms - Camp W.G. Williams offers a variety of classrooms.

12.  Meeting hall - Located in building 615, this building is perfect for large groups and contains audio/visual equipment.  

13.  Officer club - Located in building 810, the O’Cub is operated as needed and upon reservations.  For further information contact Beth Anderson at (801) 253-5410.

14.  Post Exchange - The Post Exchange, in building 805, is open Monday through Saturday from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.

15.  Video rental - Located in building 802, televisions, VCR’s and movies are available for check out at a minimal charge.

16.  Recreation equipment - Located in building 802, the following items are available for check out at a minimal or no charge.  Baseball, football, soccer, basketball, volleyball, boxing, horseshoe, barbecue grille.

17.  There are also guard facilities available at Dugway Proving Grounds.  Contact Camp Williams Operations for further information.

                        18.  Basic Airborne Course – 34 foot tower used to simulate parachute jumps. Coordination for this facility is made through the Special Forces.

Camp W.G. Williams charges $6.48 per person per day operational costs, plus building and administration fee.  Enclosed is a list of the building and administration fees.  These fees vary depending on usage.  


To reserve facilities, send your request in as soon as possible.  Scheduling for overnight stays begins during the first week of January for that year, and is done on a first come first serve basis.  We accept early requests, but will not action until January.

     Your first step is to write a memorandum to the Deputy Adjutant General, Utah Army National Guard.  This can be accomplished by mail, (the address can be found on the sample sheet), email (haslamt@ut-arng.ngb.army.mil), are by fax at (801) 523- 4711. Enclosed is a sample memorandum, which list all the required information.  List alternate dates so that we have a better chance of supporting your activity.  The Deputy Adjutant General reviews your request and contacts us to see if we are able to support it.  If we are able to assist you, the Deputy Adjutant General will contact you via a memorandum.  If your request is approved an initial planning meeting is scheduled, at which time your sponsor acquaints you with the facilities, gives you necessary points of contacts, and a more detailed understanding of what is required.
