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APPENDIX  F

LOGISTICS PROCEDURES

F-1. PURPOSE: 

    To establish procedures and criteria for Camp Williams personnel to provide logistics support of fire fighting efforts to Division Forestry, Fire and State Lands (FFSL), Camp Williams military personnel or other civilian fire fighting agencies. 

F-2. PHASE 1:

    Camp Williams Range Control/Operations (Bldg. 5131) will coordinate with the supply personnel from FFSL and any other civilian agencies.  This support effort will consist of providing and distributing all fire fighting equipment, transportation, fuel, food and water in timely manner. Operations will request from the Military Support Office a contact truck and 2 mechanics to report to Camp Williams for servicing the equipment during the fire fighting operation. UTES will be notified to coordinate fuel truck support for refueling all military fire fighting equipment i.e.: fire trucks, transportation vehicles, and dozers at a predetermined safe location.  The fuel truck will carry mo-gas cans and oil for use in the pumps.  Camp Williams Operations will then establish how many personnel to support and a central location for issuing.  A schedule will be established and announced to all personnel to ensure a smooth operation until the fire is contained.

F-3. PHASE 2:

     Once the FFSL has taken command as the IC, the supply NCO at Camp Williams Operations will then function as a liaison between military personnel, government agencies and civilian agencies.  The Utah National Guard will be responsible for supporting all military personnel.

F-4. PHASE 3:

     Maintenance of fire equipment and replenishing supplies will be the last phase of logistics involvement.  Range Control will document all damaged equipment, lost items and timecards the logistics report.  All equipment will be inventoried, cleaned and stored in its proper location once it is determined there is no chance of hot spots flaring up.
