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APPENDIX D

FIRE HAZARD INDEX TABLE

D-1. PURPOSE.

     To clearly define restrictions on training activities based on the current fire hazard and to provide unit commanders with an “at a glance” table whereby they can adjust training activities according to the fire hazard. The responsibility of assessing and then disseminating the fire hazard falls on Camp Williams Range Control with coordination through the Environmental Office. The weather data and indexes used to determine the fire hazard will be obtained primarily through the weather station at Tickville/Watts Road intersection. In the event the system is not available to provide that information it will be obtained through the Interagency Fire Center or the US Forest Service. The fire hazard will be re-evaluated throughout the training day at 0800, 1200, 1500 and 1700 hrs. As conditions change, Range Control will notify units by radio, cell phone, or by runner. Commanders are then required to comply to the restrictions associated with the current risk. The Fire Hazard Index is dictated by the temperature, wind speed & direction, relative humidity, status & moisture content of fuels, and other factors determined by Range Control or the Environmental Office.
