SUBJECT:  RECOMMENDATION FOR UTAH ARMY NATIONAL GUARD EMPLOYEE OF THE MONTH

1.   I am proud to recommend Master Sergeant Kenneth G Lee as the Utah Army National Guard Employee of the Month. Master Sergeant Lee serves as Senior Logistics NCO with the 211th Aviation Group (Attack).

2.   In the normal course of affairs, Master Sergeant Lee accomplishes an enormous tasking. While overseeing the property management of over $254 million of aviation equipment, Master Sergeant Lee manages a consolidated supply operation supporting eight units, over 460 Aviation Command soldiers, and five full-time support personnel. It is not the size of this tasking that makes Master Sergeant Lee exceptional and meritorious, but it is how he performs the duty assigned.

3.   Master Sergeant Lee does nothing in a less than outstanding manner. To every task he undertakes he gives over 100% of his experience, effort, and expertise. His attention to detail is inspiring. One often sees Master Sergeant Lee working late hours at personal sacrifice to produce a timely, and always-superior product. Whether it is plans for logistical budgeting, developing an Armory Rental Standing Operating Procedures, or producing a Consolidated Supply Operations Standing Operating Procedures, Master Sergeant Lee does not welcome or promote mediocrity or accept the expected ‘standards’ as his benchmark of success. 

4.   The evidence of Master Sergeant Lee’s excellence is seen not only in his accomplishments, but also in his accolades. A recent Supply Assistance Team (SAT) visit from the USP&FO gave Master Sergeant Lee commendable comments for his supply management operation. An Army Resource Management Survey (ARMS) team inspector rated his Consolidated Supply Standing Operating Procedures manual as “outstanding” and desired to disseminate it with other States. His logistical planning and preparation for an Annual Training exercise was given the comment by the present Deputy Chief of Staff for Operations as the “best logistical planning and execution” he had ever seen. His excellence and professionalism as a soldier was evidenced by his selection for the Aviation Command’s Detur Dignori award. While preparing for future promotion potential and entering a completely different career path, Master Sergeant Lee graduated third in his 96B Flight Operations Noncommissioned Officer MOSQ course and performed this as its Class Leader. 

5.   It is indeed a pleasure and a great honor to work alongside a superb professional like Master Sergeant Lee. It is his devotion to duty and personal sacrifice that inspires and motivates those that he works with and those he works for. For Master Sergeant Lee, just getting the job done is not enough, it is important to be completed with the utmost of excellence and of the highest quality possible. The character of the Utah Army National Guard is positively defined and strengthened by the quality of work and devotion to duty that Master Sergeant Lee daily demonstrates as an Aviation Command Active Guard Reserve soldier.
