Applicants will be free of temporary or permanent profiles. PULHES of 111111 is preferred.  

b. Military Education:  Able to graduate of the Air Assault course, Total Army Instructor Training Course, Rappel Master, and Combat Lifesaver.  Appropriate NCOES school graduate (waiverable).
c. Incentive and Opportunity Training/ Schools:  Successful instructors will have the opportunity to attend the following schools: Airborne, Pathfinder, Ranger, Jump Master, and Sniper.
