DETAILED DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES/RESPONSIBILITIES:  

The Transportation officer rapidly coordinates movement of DoD forces into the vicinity of the incident area in order to provide LFA requested support.  Provides contingency planning required analysis, preparation, and transportation C2 expertise.  Coordinates transportation deconfliction in the execution of movement in support of RFAs.  Provides the Logistics Director with detailed analysis of DoD transportation unit and equipment capabilities and assists in the selection of transportation forces to fit capabilities required by the LFA.  The Transportation Operations Officer is the lead transport planner during the day shift.  In support of LFA RFAs, the Transportation Opns Officer develops courses of action to meet LFA requirements and ensures transportation support of DoD forces while conducting RFAs, generates warning orders, fragmentary orders, requests for forces and issues related VOCOs.  The Transportation Operations Officer also coordinates activities with members of Current Operations, and the Joint Movement Center to ensure the routes used to support DoD movement to a support site are deconflicted.  During routine operations the Transportation Officer produces concepts, reviews policies, and advises the Support Operations Officer on transportation CBRNE CoM policy including development of mutual support agreements and policy concerning DoD ground convergence within the domestic US.
