Utah National Guard’s 85th Civil Support Team to Demonstrate

Equipment and Training to Foreign Delegation Mar. 14
LEHI, Utah — The Lehi-based 85th Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Team, Utah National Guard, will host foreign law enforcement and security representatives Tuesday, Mar. 14, at 2 p.m. at the Lehi armory and provide them with a demonstration of their rapid-response capabilities in the event of a hazardous-material situation.

The 85th will show visitors from Estonia, Norway, Pakistan, Romania, Serbia and  Swaziland how they use their training, equipment and personnel to augment local first responders in the event of a chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear or explosives incident.

The delegates’ visit to the United States is sponsored by the Office of International Visitors, Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs, U.S. Department of State.
The Utah Council for Citizen Diplomacy, a nonprofit organization, arranged for their visit to Utah to help provide these visitors with an opportunity to see how Utah government entities respond to various potential terrorist situations.
