Most recently Cloward has worked as a training specialist in the Utah National Guard Plans and Operations section and supported Guard missions in the critical days following 9/11 and during the 2002 Winter Olympics in Salt Lake.

Cloward has four children: Chalis, Matthew, Nicolas, and Brady, who served with the U.S. Army’s 10th Mountain Division in Iraq and is currently assigned to the 640th Regional Training Institute, Utah National Guard.
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
