One of Two Remaining Navajo Code Talkers to Visit

with Utah National Guard Members July 5
DRAPER, Utah — Allen Dale June, one of two remaining Navajo code talkers from World War II and former West Valley City resident, will visit with members of the Utah National Guard at Draper headquarters auditorium Wednesday, July 5, at 10:30 a.m.

June, 85, was one of 29 original code talkers who served as Marines in the Pacific theater transmitting coded telephone and radio messages about U.S. military troop movements and tactics.

According to the U.S. Naval Historical Center’s Web site, code talkers were involved in every U.S. Marine assault in the Pacific between 1942 and 1945 to include Guadalcanal, Tarawa, Peleliu and Iwo Jima.

The code developed and used by the Navajo talkers was never broken by the Japanese.

In 2001 President George W. Bush presented code talkers with the Congressional Gold Medal, the highest civilian honor the nation can bestow.
