Utah National Guard Hosts Morocco Youth As Part of State Partnership Program
DRAPER, Utah — The Utah National Guard will host eight youth from Morocco for two weeks beginning Aug. 13, as part of its State Partnership Program, a continuing relationship of cultural, government and military exchange with the North African nation.

Youth and their Moroccan chaperones will arrive at Salt Lake International Airport Sunday evening, Aug. 13, and be met by Guard officials and host families. During their two weeks in Utah they will visit Utah historical sites, meet political and military leaders, engage in a number of educational and recreational activities and interact with Utah teens to get an overall taste of Utah life and culture.

Utah has enjoyed this partnership with Morocco since 2003 and has both hosted Moroccan visitors and sent delegations to Morocco to participate in a number of military training exercises and information exchanges, historical celebrations and humanitarian efforts. However, this is the first group of Moroccan youth to visit the state in connection with the program.
