Riverton’s Noel Page Retires as Camp Williams Barber

CAMP WILLIAMS, Utah — Riverton resident Noel Page, 80, official barber of the Utah National Guard will retire in a ceremony held in his honor Thursday, Sept. 28, at 4 p.m. at the Camp Williams headquarters building (Building 8000).
At the ceremony Page will receive the Department of the Army Superior Civilian Service Award, one of the highest awards given by the Army for civilian service. Page will receive the award for his distinct and tireless service to the Utah National Guard.

Page, a Navy veteran of World War II, served on the USS Saratoga in the South Pacific from 1943-1946. After the war he went to barber school on the G.I. Bill and was later employed at Kennecott for 38 years.

After retirement from Kennecott in 1989 Page became the Utah National Guard barber at Camp Williams, providing a needed service for Soldiers, Airmen, Marines, Sailors, retirees and civilians.
Page and his wife Jeannine celebrate their 60th anniversary next month, are the parents of five children and they have 13 grandchildren and 13 great-grandchildren.
