Utah Air National Guard Conducts Change of Command Ceremony Jan. 6
SALT LAKE CITY — The Utah Air National Guard will conduct a change-of-command ceremony Saturday, Jan. 6, at 1 p.m. at Salt Lake Air Base Hangar no. 3.
At the ceremony, Brig. Gen. Brent E. Winget, will officially relinquish command to Brig. Gen. David M. Hooper as Assistant Adjutant General – Air and commander of the Utah Air National Guard.

Winget, who lives in Murray, is retiring after 32 years of service. He has led the Utah Air Guard since November 2003 and is a KC-135 command pilot with more than 6,000 flying hours. Under Winget’s command, Airmen have served in numerous locations throughout the world in support of Operations Enduring Freedom, Iraqi Freedom, and Noble Eagle.
Hooper, an Alpine resident, who serves currently as Director of Operations for the Utah Air National Guard, will be promoted from colonel to brigadier general in a ceremony immediately prior to the change of command.
In his 26-year military career, Hooper has served as a T-37, C-130 and KC-135 command pilot, group commander, squadron commander and flight instructor. He assumes command of 1,500 Airmen in the Utah Air National Guard.
In his civilian occupation, Hooper is a pilot with Northwest Airlines.
