SALT LAKE CITY — The Utah Air National Guard’s 151st Air Refueling Wing will conduct a change-of-command ceremony Saturday, Apr. 14, at 2 p.m. in the main hangar at the Utah Air National Guard Base.
At the ceremony, Col. Denise O. Schofield will officially relinquish command of the unit to Col. Kelvin G. Findlay.
Schofield, a resident of Bountiful, has led the 151st since March 2005. A  KC-135 navigator with nearly 6,000 hours, her duties during her 33-year career have included navigator instructor/evaluator, operations officer, training officer, vice commander and commander.
Under her leadership, the Airmen of the 151st have served in Operations Noble Eagle, Enduring Freedom and Iraqi Freedom and have supported numerous training and humanitarian missions.
Findlay, of Kaysville, earned his commission in the Air Force in 1979 and joined the Utah Air National Guard in 1981. He is a command pilot with more than 5,800 flight hours in the KC-135. His many assignments have included flight instructor/evaluator, chief of training, chief of operations and commander at the flight, squadron and group levels.
