Utah National Guard’s 116 Engineer Company 

Conducts Change-of-Command Ceremony Apr. 22

DRAPER, Utah — The 116th Engineer Company of the Utah National Guard will conduct a change of command Sunday, Apr. 22, at 3 p.m. at the Spanish Fork armory.
At the ceremony, Capt. Talon Greeff will officially relinquish command of the Company to Capt. Todd Christensen.

A resident of Riverton, Greeff has led the 116th since October 2004. In his civilian employment he is director of residential care at Utah Youth Village in Salt Lake City.

Greeff commanded the 116th during their service in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom. The unit completed numerous building and road construction projects for Iraqi security forces and civilians in and around An Nasiriyah, Iraq.

Last June the 116th was the first National Guard unit to serve on the U.S.-Mexico border as part of Operation Jump Start in support of the Customs and Border Protection agency. The unit built a patrol road, emplaced lighting at a border crossing and extended the border fence—all in the vicinity of San Luis, Ariz. 

An Orem resident, Christensen is a full-time employee of the Utah National Guard in Draper and serves as mobilization plans officer.

Christensen is also a veteran of Operation Iraqi Freedom, where he served with the Utah National Guard’s 115th Engineer Group and 116th Engineer Company as a platoon leader and executive officer. He will assume command of approximately 160 Soldiers.
