Utah National Guard Hosts Governor’s Day Sept. 8
CAMP WILLIAMS, Utah — The Utah National Guard will host Governor’s Day Saturday, Sept. 8, at Camp Williams at 10 a.m.

The event will provide Governor Jon M. Huntsman, Jr., commander in chief of the Utah National Guard, the opportunity to review his troops in a pass-and-review ceremony as required by statute and to meet individual Soldiers and Airmen in person.

The ceremony will include recognition of individuals and units for their distinguished service overseas and here at home.

Beginning at 9:15 a.m., prior to the main event, the governor and Maj. Gen. Brian Tarbet, adjutant general of the Utah National Guard, will preside over two ribbon-cuttings at Camp Williams to celebrate the opening of a new armory for the 144th Area Support Medical Company and a new Post Exchange (PX).
Ceremony events will also feature a flyover by Utah National Guard aircraft, a cannon salute and music provided by the 23rd Army Band.

Other activities to take place include equipment displays, a rappelling tower, zip line, pony rides and food court, all of which will be available until 3 p.m.
