On Saturday, Sept. 8, at 7:30 a.m. at the Camp Williams parade field, Lt. Col. Andy Wood, of Orem, will relinquish command of  First Battalion, 19th Special Forces Group (Airborne), to Lt. Col. Steven Watt, from Ogden.
