Soldiers of the 141st Military Intelligence Battalion Return from Iraq Oct. 19

DRAPER, Utah — Soldiers of the 141st Military Intelligence Battalion, Utah National Guard, will return to Utah Friday, Oct. 19, after serving 13 months in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom.

The unit deployed Sept. 11, 2006, and provided intelligence support to Coalition forces in Baghdad, Iraq. Soldiers arrived at Fort Dix, N.J., earlier this week and have been undergoing demobilization processing. 
The approximately 40 Soldiers of the 141st will arrive on a Utah Air National Guard KC-135 Stratotanker at 12:30 p.m. Friday at the Utah Air National Guard Base adjacent to Salt Lake International Airport. Media desiring to cover the return of the 141st should plan to arrive at the Base by 11:45 a.m.

Returning Soldiers are from the following cities: Alpine, American Fork, Cedar City, Draper, Herriman, Hyrum, Layton, Lehi, Logan, Midvale, Ogden, Orem, Payson, Pleasant Grove, Provo, Roy, Salt Lake City, South Jordan, St. George, Vernal, Washington, West Jordan, West Valley City, and Woods Cross.

The return of the 141st brings to approximately 700 the number of Airmen and Soldiers serving overseas from the Utah National Guard. Units currently deployed include the 109th Air Control Squadron, 116th Convoy Security Company and 1-145th Field Artillery, all supporting Operation Iraqi Freedom.
