Colonel Lawrence Schmidt Appointed Utah Army National Guard Chief of Staff

He will be responsible for directing, supervising, training, and coordinating the staff and assisting the adjutant general in the deployment and coordination of programs, policies and plans affecting the 6,500 members of the Utah National Guard.
