Utah National Guard Formally Thanks Eagle Mountain for Their Support

DRAPER, Utah — The Utah National Guard will formally thank Eagle Mountain city officials for their support of the Guard and its members Tuesday, Jan. 8, at 7 p.m. at the Eagle Mountain City Council meeting.

Colonel Jefferson S. Burton, Assistant Adjutant General—Army, of the Utah National Guard will present a plaque and certificate to city officials at the meeting on behalf of the 6,500 members of the Utah Guard and the dozens of Guard members who call Eagle Mountain home.

An Eagle Mountain resident, Staff Sgt. Robert Hill, with the Utah Guard’s Recruiting command, came up with the idea to honor his city’s leaders for what they have done to support the troops.

“They’ve always gone above and beyond, helping out our Citizen-Soldiers,” said Hill, who deployed in 2002 to Afghanistan with the 117th Engineer Detachment.

Hill was employed at the time with the Salt Lake County Sheriff’s Department and took a sizeable pay cut when he left to answer the Nation’s call. He benefited from the city’s $100-per-month utilities discount which Guard members from Eagle Mountain receive when they deploy.

“It alleviated a lot of stress,” added Hill. “With their constant support of National Guard events, the city has always bent over backwards for us. It’s those quiet supporters who need to be recognized most.”
