Release of Rehabilitated Golden Eagle at Veterans Cemetery
BLUFFDALE, Utah —Great Basin Wildlife Rehabilitation will release a rehabilitated golden eagle Saturday, Mar. 22, at 11:30 a.m. at a ceremony honoring fallen Utah Service members at the Utah Veteran’s Memorial Park Cemetery near Camp Williams.  

The eagle, Isis, received head trauma when she was hit by a semi truck in Southern Utah nearly a year ago. Close to death and totally dehydrated, the eagle was brought to Patti Richards of Great Basin Wildlife Rehabilitation by the Division of Wildlife Resources.  

Richards contacted the Utah National Guard about releasing Isis at a ceremony honoring military members, since many military members have also suffered traumatic brain injuries related to improvised explosive devices in combat during the recent campaign.
