SFC Gordon L. Ewell to Receive Purple Heart
DRAPER, Utah — Sgt. 1st Class Gordon L. Ewell will receive the Purple Heart for wounds received in action at a ceremony Tuesday, Apr. 1, at 1:00 p.m. at the Utah National Guard headquarters in Draper. 
 

Ewell suffers from injuries related to a traumatic brain injury incurred from clearing numerous improvised explosive devices while assigned to the 115th Engineer Battalion, Multinational Forces-Iraq. 
Through the generosity of Homes for Our Troops, Alta Vista Homes, Mike's Guardian Angel Foundation and KUTV, the Ewell family will receive a 2,500-square foot home in Eagle Mountain designed to accommodate Ewell's injuries. 
The Purple Heart is the oldest symbol and award still given to members of the U.S. Military.  The award was established by General George Washington at Newburgh, New York, Aug. 7, 1782.
