First Group of 1-145th Field Artillery Soldiers Returns from Iraq May 26
DRAPER, Utah — Approximately 80 Soldiers of First Battalion, 145th Field Artillery, Utah National Guard, will return to Utah Monday, May 26, at 2 p.m., at the Utah Air National Guard Base.

These Soldiers are the first of three groups to return to Utah via charter aircraft over the next several days. They have been undergoing demobilization processing at Fort Bliss, Texas, since arriving back on U.S. soil earlier this week.

The approximately 350 Soldiers of the 1-145th deployed in June 2007 for their mission to perform military-police duties at Camp Bucca, Iraq, one of the largest Coalition detention facilities in the Central Command theater of operations.
The 1-145th (translation: First of the 145th) consists of Alpha Battery (Logan); Alpha Battery, Detachment 1 (Brigham City); Bravo Battery (Manti); Charlie Battery (Spanish Fork); Charlie Battery, Detachment 1 (Fillmore); and Service and Headquarters Batteries (Camp Williams).
