The approximately 350 Soldiers of the 1-145th deployed in June 2007 for their mission to perform military-police duties at Camp Bucca, Iraq, one of the largest Coalition detention facilities in the U.S. Central Command theater of operations.
The 1-145th (pronounced: First of the 145th) consists of Alpha Battery (Logan); Alpha Battery, Detachment 1 (Brigham City); Bravo Battery (Manti); Charlie Battery (Spanish Fork); Charlie Battery, Detachment 1 (Fillmore); and Service and Headquarters Batteries (Camp Williams).
