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Utah National Guard Clarifies Media Reports of Camp Williams “Expansion”
DRAPER, Utah — This news release is to clarify what is being widely reported on the wire services and in local Utah media as an “expansion” of Camp Williams property.

The Provo Daily Herald correctly reported June 7 that Utah National Guard officials are “working with state and federal officials to transfer title of [approximately] 300 acres of Bureau of Land Management property on the west side of Redwood Road. The land is already within camp boundaries, but transferring jurisdiction of the land will allow the camp to build new facilities over the next decade to deal with an expanding number of Soldiers.”

However, the lead paragraph of the same article states that “Camp Williams is preparing to expand, adding extra soldiers, land, and new facilities” (emphasis added).
And when the story was picked up and truncated by the wire services, it gave even more emphasis—albeit incorrect—that “Camp Williams is expanding . . . The Guard is in the early stages of gaining more land for the base and planning new facilities to accommodate the growth” (emphasis added).
To clarify, Camp Williams is not expanding its acreage; rather, the Utah National Guard is seeking an adjustment in the ownership of land it already manages in order to expedite the approval process for future building projects.
