Governor Huntsman to Receive National Guard Association Award
SALT LAKE CITY — Utah Governor Jon M. Huntsman, Jr., will receive the Charles Dick Medal of Merit for his support of the Utah National Guard and the U.S. Military in a ceremony Tuesday, July 8, at 2 p.m. in the Gold Room at the Utah State Capitol.

Retired Brig. Gen. Stephen M. Koper, president of the National Guard Association of the United States, will present the award to Huntsman “for his untiring support of the Guard and concern for the welfare of the men and women in uniform are unsurpassed,” as indicated in the award citation.
Established in 1988, the Charles Dick Medal of Merit recognizes elected officials who make significant contributions to the National Guard. The National Guard Association of the United States is a nonpartisan organization representing 45,000 current and former National Guard officers.

The Charles Dick Medal of Merit is a two-and-a-half inch gold-plated medal bearing the likeness of Maj. Gen. Charles Dick. In addition to being a general in the Ohio National Guard and president of the National Guard Association from 1902 to 1909, Charles Dick was a Congressman and a U.S. Senator who was responsible for legislation that established the foundation of the modern National Guard.

“Governor Huntsman is a champion of the Soldiers and Airmen in the Utah National Guard,” said Utah National Guard spokesman Maj. Hank McIntire. “His multiple trips to Iraq and Afghanistan to meet with troops in person, as well as his regular involvement in and support of Guard events in our State are evidence of that.”
