Utah Guard Fields Two New Units

SALT LAKE CITY — The Utah National Guard will conduct an activation ceremony to mark the fielding of the 197th Special Troops Company and the 1993rd Contingency Contract Team at Rice-Eccles Stadium at 8 a.m., Saturday, Sept. 13, just prior to Governor’s Day festivities scheduled for later that morning in the same location.

The 197th STC, to be commanded by Maj. Andrew Archuleta, of West Point, Utah, is a rapidly deployable logistical support unit that supports all deployed Army Special Operations forces throughout the world with combat service support and Level 1 Combat Health Support.

The unit's diverse composition, which includes airborne-qualified medical, dental, logistical, engineering, laundry, mortuary, food-service, maintenance and administrative specialists, will make it a great asset during State emergencies.

The 197th STC will have approximately 160 personnel and will conduct its weekend drills at Browning Armory in Ogden.
The 1993rd Contingency Contracting Team is a small unit consisting of four Soldiers. Commanded by Maj. Chris Patterson, of American Fork, the mission of the 1993rd is to plan for and coordinate all contracting functions at the Brigade Combat Team level, as well as supporting the United States Property and Fiscal Office with contracting functions during State emergencies.

The 1993rd CCT will drill at the Utah Guard’s Draper headquarters.
