Suspicious Package Sent to Utah National Guard Headquarters, Building Evacuated

DRAPER, Utah — At approximately 10:30 a.m. this morning (Dec. 16), as a mailroom worker at the Utah National Guard headquarters building was processing incoming mail, they discovered a suspicious-looking package.

The worker deemed the package suspicious because it matched the description contained in a security advisory received yesterday from National Guard Bureau.

Without opening the package, the worker immediately followed standard procedure by isolating it, placing in a sealed plastic bag and contacting their supervisor.

As a precaution, the 400 employees who work in the building were evacuated immediately and dismissed for the day, and Utah Guard officials contacted local law enforcement and the U.S. Postal Inspector’s office.

Postal inspectors arrived shortly thereafter and conducted a field screening of the unopened package. No dangerous substances were detected, and postal inspectors in coordination with the FBI removed the package from the building, which will be sent to a lab for further testing.

At the direction of Brig. Gen. Jefferson Burton, assistant adjutant general of the Utah National Guard, the 85th Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Team was called to perform screening of the individuals in the mailroom for exposure to hazardous materials and to conduct further testing of the incident site.

Testing conducted by the 85th Civil Support Team indicated no exposure to hazardous materials by persons in the mailroom at the time of the incident, nor were any residual hazardous substances detected in the mailroom area.

The building has been cleared for reoccupation, and Draper headquarters employees should report to work Wednesday morning as normal.
