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HAIRCUTS AND HAIR STYLEStc  \l 2 "HAIRCUTS AND HAIR STYLES"
1.  Problem:  The First Sergeant has recommended to you that a female soldier be given an Article 15 for not taking the "corn rows" out of her hair.

2.  Background:  During a morning formation, the First Sergeant informed Specialist Smith, a female soldier, to remove the corn rows from her hair.  At the 1300 formation, Specialist Smith was observed with corn rows still in her hair.  The First Sergeant told her that she was going to be recommended for an Article 15.

3.  Possible Solution:  There are many hairstyles that are acceptable in the Army.  So long as the soldier's hair is kept in a neat, clean manner, the acceptability of the style will be judged solely by the criteria listed in AR 670-1, paragraph 1-8.  This regulation states that extreme or fad hair style haircuts are not authorized.  This gives commanders flexibility in deter​mining whether a hair style is extreme or faddish.  However, corn rows have been deemed as an acceptable female hair style.  This decision reflects DA policy.  The First Sergeant should be counseled as to the appropriateness of his order.


Additionally, according to the Army's Uniform and Awards Board, soldiers are not allowed to alter their eyebrows in any way, such as removing sections (vertical or horizontal), that would create an unnatural appearance.
