1.  Problem:  Your unit just received a new piece of equipment and you find that it was given to the hand receipt holder on a change document.  You remember being told that all equipment must be on a hand receipt, therefore, you question your supply ser​geant.

2.  Background:  During your inventory you discovered that one of  your hand receipt holders had a new piece of equipment in his or her possession.  You checked the hand receipt, but found it was not listed.  When you questioned the supply sergeant, he or she stated that the piece of equipment was given to the hand receipt holder on a change document over six months ago.

3.  Possible Solution:  Have the item added to the hand receipt and have the hand receipt holder sign for it.  Explain to the supply sergeant that all equipment received in the unit must be put on the permanent hand receipt after six months and the change document removed and destroyed.
