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1.  Problem:  One of your platoon sergeants, eliminated from an NCOES (Noncommissioned Officer Education System) course, returns to your unit, asking you for another chance to attend.

2.  Background:  The platoon sergeant who just made weight and tape two days prior to reporting to the course, reported in overweight.  He alleges the school's weight and tape measurement procedures are too strict and unfair.

3.  Possible solution:  Deny enrollment to all officers, warrant officers, and enlisted soldiers who report to leader development schools (PLDC, BNCOC, ANCOC, USASMC, OAC, CAS3, GCSC, Army War College) not meeting body fat composition standards.  The sol​dier's records should be immediately flagged and he or she should be enrolled in the weight control program.  Additionally, a bar to reenlistment should be imposed for this.  If the soldier is released for cause from any leader development course, a bar to reenlistment must be initiated.  Per NGR 600-200, Change I01, paragraph 7-20c(18), for NCOES release for cause, initiation separation proceedings is required, unless the responsible commander chooses to impose a bar.
