Definitions and Policy regarding

Sole Source/Brand Preference Acquisitions

Full and open competitions:  When used with respect to a contract action, means that all responsible sources are permitted to compete.

Sole source acquisition:  Means a contract for the purchase of supplies or services that is entered into or proposed to be entered into by an agency after soliciting and negotiating with only one source.

Brand Name Description:  An acquisition that uses a brand name description or other purchase description to specify a particular brand name, product, or feature of a product, peculiar to one manufacturer does not provide for full and open competition regardless of the number of sources solicited.

Under 10 U.S.C. 2304 and 41 U.S.C. 253 it is required that contracting officers, with certain exceptions, shall promote and provide for full and open competition in soliciting offers and awarding Government contracts.

Contracting Officers shall provide for full and open competition through use of the competitive procedures contained in FAR Part 6, competitive requirements, that best suit the circumstances of the contract action and consistent with the need to fulfill the Government’s requirements efficiently.

Contracting without providing for full and open competition or full and open competition after exclusion of sources is a violation of statute, unless permitted by one of the following FAR exceptions:

6.302 Circumstances permitting other than full and open competition.

6.302-1 Only one responsible source and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements.

6.302-2 Unusual and compelling urgency in that the Government would be seriously injured unless permitted.

6.302-3 Industrial mobilization; engineering, development, or research capability; or expert services.

6.302-4 International Agreement.

6.302-5 Authorized or required by statute.

6.302-6 National Security.

6.302-7 Public Interest, Congress notified 30 days before award.

Contracting without providing for full and open competition shall not be justified on the basis of:

1. Lack of advance planning by the required activity.

2. Concerns related to the amount of funds available (e.g. funds will expire) to the agency or activity for the acquisition of supplies or services.

When not providing for full and open competition, the contracting officer shall solicit offers from as many potential sources as is practicable under the circumstances.

A contracting officer shall not commence negotiations for a sole source contract, commence negotiations for a contract resulting from an unsolicited proposal, or award any other contract without providing for full and open competition.  Unless, the contracting officer justifies in writing the use of such action certifies the accuracy and completeness of the justification and obtains approval from the designated competition advocate.

Justification and approval documentation shall be prepared in the following format.  Each justification shall contain sufficient facts and rationale to justify the use of the specific authority cited.
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
