ALSE:

Having just returned from the ALSE course at Fort Rucker, I’d like to take a minute and review with you some of the valuable information that was presented. The first piece of Aviation Life Support Equipment you have is the clothing you wear. It is very important that your clothing be serviceable and fits properly. For starters inspect flight clothing for rips, tears, stains, holes and burns. Check slide fasteners, snaps, hooks and pile for damage. If you find a problem remember only minimum repairs are authorized. If you are in doubt we can determine if you need a replacement. As far as the fit goes the garment should be worn so that the aircrew member minimizes skin exposure, this will maximize fire protection. The garment should fit loose, by doing so will avoid the heat transfer that occurs when Nomex is pulled tight against the skin, thus reducing burns. Remember Nomex begins to char at 700 to 800 degrees and will provide you protection for 8 to 10 seconds. Please ensure your clothing is serviceable and fits properly.

Flight Operations:

In an effort to reduce confusion and stress on the guests of flight operations, we are pleased to announce the new AFTP sheet. It is finally in accordance with the NGRAR 95-210 and is a remarkable pay document. You will recognize its similarities to the old AFTP sheet but look closely at its columns. You will notice that it has an area for “Training Codes”. Do not be confused, as we in operations, have painstakingly made a cheat sheet which will be pasted onto the clipboard for all guests to reference. Another area of controversy is the “Dual” column. This is for those of you that participated in “Dual” AFTP’s. If you are completing a Dual AFTP, then all that is required of you is a Y or a YES in this column. If you are doing a single AFTP, then the answer in this column is N or NO. If confusion occurs at any time, contact one of the operations personnel and we will be happy to assist you.


While we are talking about pay and AFTP’s, now would be a good time to review the requirements for payment of an AFTP. When completing a fly AFTP, you are required to have an average flight time of 1.5. All of the ground AFTP’s do not count against you. The simulator AFTP’s do not count for you either. Your limits on the ground AFTP’s are as follows:
